The special meeting of the Williamsburg Village Council was held on Tuesday, April 12, 2022, at 5:30 p.m. at 107 West Main Street, Williamsburg, Clermont County, Ohio, for the purpose of a Personnel Action.

Mayor Lefker called the special meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Purpose of the Special Council Meeting was called for the purpose of:
1. Purchasing new Utility Billing software program.
2. Passage of Resolution 915-22.
3. Annual Health Care Renewal Discussion.
4. Economic Development.

Court Clerk Jean Hughes presented to Council a new Utility Billing Software from Diversified Technology Corporation. 

Vice-Mayor Wood made a motion to accept the recommendation to purchase new Utility Billing Software from the Diversified Technology Corporation. Councilman Maham second. All ayes by roll call. Motion carried.

Vice-Mayor Wood made a motion to approve Anthem’s Option 1 for the upcoming Health Insurance Renewal.  Councilman Mercer second.  All ayes by roll call. Motion carried.

Economics Development Work Session on Village Planning:

· The property at 251 Front Street will be sold at Auction on April 23, 2022.

· Mayor Lefker stated that the Rubenstein property is for sale.  Council discussed the possibility of annexation at the property in the area of State Route 133 and State Route 32. Council instructed the administrator to approach the property owner if interested in annexation in the Village.

· Mayor Lefker met with Clermont County.  Building a Lodge on the East Fork Park is still a possibility. Mayor Lefker also stated that the Clermont County CIC is looking in purchasing land in the Williamsburg area.

· Nichols property – Dela Palma - Sewer.

· Councilman Seip brought up the possibility of annexing property and providing sewer to   Sally Drive and Toll Gate Road.

· Councilman Mercer made motion to remove the bench in front of the post office.  Vice-Mayor Wood second.  Councilman Maham, aye; Councilman Seip, aye; Councilman Mercer, aye; Councilman Collier, nay; Motion carried.
